Saints Corner 

St. Pius X 

August 21 

Known as the "pope of the Eu-

charist," Pius X was born Jo-

seph Melchior Sarto in northern 

Italy. After being ordained for 

the Treviso Diocese in 1858, he 

served in small parishes before 

being named diocesan chancel-

lor and spiritual director of the seminary. Pope Leo 

XIII named him bishop of Mantua in 1884 and a car-

dinal and patriarch of Venice in 1893. He was elected 

pope in 1903. During his pontificate, he lowered the 

age for receiving first Communion, encouraged daily 

Communion and daily Bible reading and promoted 

biblical study. 

 

ñHoly Communion is the shortest and safest way to 

Heaven. There are others: innocence, but that is for 

little children; penance, but we are afraid of it; gener-

ous endurance of trials of life, but when they come we 

weep and ask to be spared. The surest, easiest, short-

est way is the Eucharist.ò

Dear Friends,  

 Our Sundayôs Gospel offers us a witness of faith in the Canaanite woman who seeks the Lordôs help.  

The tremendous faith of the Canaanite woman allows our Lord to heal her daughter.  Sacred Scriptures beauti-

fully defines ñfaithò as ñthe realization of what is hoped for and evidence of things not seenò (Hebrews 11:1).   

A powerful word associated with ñfaithò is ñtrust.ò  When we have faith in someone, we trust them.  

While we can have faith in the word of another, when we have faith in God we trust Him, and our divine faith 

is in Him who cannot deceive nor be deceived.   

 Making an act of divine faith entails assenting with our intellect to what God has revealed.  We can 

pray daily the Act of Faith, O my God, I firmly believe that you are one God in three divine Persons, Father, 

Son, and Holy Spirit. I believe that your divine Son became man and died for our sins and that he will come to 

judge the living and the dead. I believe these and all the truths which the Holy Catholic Church teaches be-

cause you have revealed them who are eternal truth and wisdom, who can neither deceive nor be deceived. In 

this faith I intend to live and die. Amen. 

May our perseverance in the life of faith garner us similar graces of healing and strengthening which 

Our Lord poured out upon the trusting Canaanite women.
